This week the children in Year 1 have been completing their Phonics screening check. They have
made me proud with their determination to give it a try. Well done everyone!

This week in art, we have been looking at the work of Anne Kelly. She worked mainly in textiles
and her pictures contain a lot of different textures. The children have drawn self-portraits and
are using different marks and media to complete their pictures. We can’t wait to see their final

pieces.
In science, we have been revisiting the topic of animals including humans. The children have
identified why we cannot call a whale a fish, using their knowledge of the features of animal
groups. They have also discussed the pros and cons of humans having fur like a cat. It has

certainly been an interesting week!

part in and receiving credits for. There will be a graduation ceremony for all the
participating schools in July. Our goal is for every child in Year 4 and 5 to graduate.

Children who reach 30 hours will receive a bronze award, 65 hours or more a silver award
and over 100 hours a gold award.
